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Abstract

Introduction: Research shows that homosexuals are at increased risk for mental health issues,
such as substance abuse, depression, suicide, etc. Internalized homonegativity (I.H.) represents
a gay person's internalization of society's negative attitudes and assumptions concerning
homosexuality, and projecting them onto himself and other homosexuals. Studies show that
I.H. is associated with psychological distress, guilt, shame, intimacy problems, depressive
symptoms, suicide ideation and low self-esteem. Researchers have also found correlations
between attachment security and psychological health and self-esteem. In addition, they have
discovered an association between attachment security and I.H. Previous attachment and I.H.
research used only explicit measures for measuring 1.H. The current research examines the
hypothesis that the relationship between attachment security and self-esteem is mediated by

both explicit and implicit I.H.

Methods: 124 homosexual men volunteered to participate in the research. Participants
completed the Internalized Homonegativity Inventory, the Implicit Association Test, the
Experiences in Close Relationships Inventory, the Rosenberg Self-Esteem Scale, and a

demographic questionnaire.

Results: A negative correlation was found between explicit I.H. and self-esteem. A positive
correlation was found between both attachment anxiety and attachment avoidance and explicit
I.H. A negative correlation was also found between both attachment anxiety and attachment
avoidance and self-esteem. Implicit I.H. was not associated with any of the variables other than
explicit 1.H. The hypothesized mediation was significant only for attachment anxiety and
personal I.H. subscale. For attachment avoidance an alternative model was found, in which

attachment avoidance mediated the relationship between I.H. and self-esteem.



Discussion: The results suggest that high attachment anxiety makes it difficult to overcome
I.H, and as a result it decreases self-esteem. It is probable that this takes place because
attachment-anxious homosexuals have difficulty establishing deep and lasting relationships
with other gay men. In addition, it seems that high I.H. might harm previously safer attachment,

and increase avoidance in adult relationships.

These findings are of significance to therapeutic work with gay man. Specifically, they suggest
that therapists and patients might have better outcomes by taking a therapeutic approach which

combines emphasis on both I.H. and attachment.
